This term we will be learning

English: 
This term, we will be looking at writing leaflets and play scripts 
Our SPaG objectives focus on:

Science: 
Our science topic this term is Animals including Humans – food chains
Within this topic we will be:
· Carrying out investigations
· Construct and interpret a variety of food chains, identifying producers, predators and   prey.

History: 
This term we will be exploring the Tudors, looking at historical enquiry. We are going to become historians and use different sources of evidence to research the Tudors.

Geography: 
This term we are studying London, comparing to Folkestone and exploring landmarks and using maps to locate human and physical features.
P.E.:
We will be learning how to play hockey, developing passing, shooting, and working as a team. As well as outdoor learning, where they will carry out outdoor tasks and have active play in the woodland area.

French:

Art:
We will be studying the Australian artist Aelita Andre, a young inspirational girl, who creates abstract art. We will then be creating our own artwork in a similar style.

Computers:
We will be learning to be toy developers, using the Scratch programme to learn how to use coding.

We will be studying Hinduism, we will look at their culture and beliefs and key festivals

Personal, Social, Health and Emotional Learning:
We will be learning how to recognise the importance of respect and tolerance in British society.

































How I can support my child’s learning at home:

Homework will be given out every week on a Friday and should be returned marking on a Wednesday. Weekly homework includes:

· Spellings (tested every Friday)
· Times Tables (timestable rockstars)
· Writing challenge
· Maths challenge

Reading at home every night – it is vital that your child reads at home on a daily basis in order to support their English skills (parents please remember to sign the reading record book so we can reward your child in school). Your child will receive one phonics book and two general reading books each week. The books will be changed and the yellow reading record week checked once a week by staff, to reduce the risk of transmission. In addition to this, children are also expected to complete their Buster’s Book Club target and have their bookmark signed every Wednesday, ready for data collection on Thursday afternoon.

Times tables – we recapping the 3, 4 and 8 times tables from year 3. We are going onto to learn the 6, 7 and 9 times tables.

Knowledge Organisers – We will send home knowledge organisers for History, Geography, RE and science. These list the vocabulary that we will be using in each lesson. It would be helpful to read through and discuss the vocabulary on each knowledge organiser to help their understanding in class.
