Shabbat is celebrated 
each week from sunset 
on Friday to sunset on 
Saturday.  

The Jewish holy text is 
called the Torah scroll. 

The Golden Rule means 
treating others as you 

want to be treated. 

The Qur’an was revealed 
to the Prophet 
Muhammad and 
Muslims believe it 
contains the words of 
Allah.  

Chanukah is the Jewish 
eight day festival of 
light.  

The Muslim Holy text is 
called the Qur’an. 

Sukkot is a Jewish 
festival. 

There are five pillars of 
Islam. 

A menorah is a lamp 
that is lit during the 
festival of Chanukah.  

Holy books are treated 
with respect and looked 

after. 

Many religious stories 
highlight the importance 

of caring for others.  

Key Vocabulary & Definitions 

Qu’ran – The Islamic 
sacred text revealed to 
Prophet Muhmmad by 
Allah.  
Allah – Arabic for God.  
Prophet Muhammad - 
an Islamic leader who 
was believed to be 
God's(Allah’s) 
messenger.  
Wudu - washing to be 
performed to prepare 
for prayer and worship. 
Imam – the leader of 
prayer in a Mosque.  
Minaret – the tower on 
a Mosque which can be 
used for the call of 
prayer.  
Mihrab – shows the 
direction to Makkah and 
the way that Muslims 
face when praying.  
Salah – daily prayers 
performed five times a 
day by Muslims.  

Shabbat - the Jewish Day 
of Rest celebrated each 
week from sunset on 
Friday to sunset on 
Saturday. 

Chanukah (Hanukkah) 
– Jewish festival of 
light.  
Menorah – seven 
branched lamp  
Mezuzah – a scroll 
placed on doorposts of 
Jewish homes which 
reminds them of God. 
Torah Scroll - The Jewish 
Holy Scripture 
Jesus – believed to be 
the Son of God.  

Holy – related to a 
religion or a god.  
Parables -Stories from 
the Bible that have 
special meanings and 
help Christians learn. 
Bible – Christian Holy 
book.  
Qur’an – Muslim Holy 
book  
Torah Scroll – The Jewish 
Holy Scripture

of the Bible for 

Christians and the Torah 
for followers of the 

Jewish faith.
