3. The climate in the South East of England is warm and dry in the summer and a cold and dry climate in the winter.
4. The capital city of England is called London and it is located in the South East of England. 
5. The nearest city to Folkestone is Canterbury.  
	1. A volcanic eruption occurs when pressure builds up underground due to the formation of magma.
2. Mountains are formed when plates collide with one another and force/push the earth between them upwards. This process is called plate tectonics.
3. The tallest mountains in the UK are Ben Nevis, Scafell Pike and Mount Snowden. Mount Everest is the tallest mountain in the world. 
4. An earth quake is a type of natural disaster that occurs when the Earth’s surface suddenly moves. 
5. People choose to live near to volcanoes because:

•	Tourism - volcanoes attract millions of visitors every year.

•	Food and fresh water
	1. The Arctic Circle is a line of latitude that circles the globe at 66°33′ North of the equator and the Antarctic Circle circles the globe at 66°30′ South of the Equator.
2. Antarctica is a polar region at the south of the Earth. 
3. The Antarctic climate is cold all year round and is the coldest place on Earth. 
4. There are two seasons in Antarctica – Summer and Winter. In Winter there is very little daylight. In Summer there is lots of daylight. 
5. The only people in Antarctica are people who have travelled there: scientists who are studying it and tourists who are visiting it.

	1. The equator divides the earth into the northern and southern hemispheres. 
2. The tropic of Cancer is north of the Equator. The tropic of Capricorn is south of the equator.
3. A tropical climate has high temperatures, high precipitation and high humidity. 
4. The prime meridian divides the earth into the eastern hemisphere and the western hemisphere. It is also called the ‘Greenwich’ meridian. 
5. There are 24 time zones in the world. These are divided by lines called ‘meridians.’
	1. The world’s climate zones are: tropical, arid, Mediterranean, temperate, polar, continental.
2. The world’s five major biomes are: aquatic, desert, tundra, grassland, forest.
3. The plants and animals living in one biome will share characteristics. They will have developed these characteristics in order to survive in that region and habitat.
4. The type of vegetation belt found in an area will depend on its climate, soil, drainage and elevation. 
5. Places close to the equator have hotter climates because they receive more daylight than places further from the equator.
	1. Brazil is the largest country in South America. It has a population of 212.6 million.

2. Brazil has a tropical climate and its seasons are the opposite to ours.
3. The north of Brazil is called the Caatinga and it is rural. The south of Brazil is called Brasilia and it is urban.
4. 16 million people in Brazil live below the poverty line.
5. Some threats to the indigenous Awa people are logging, farming, cattle ranching and disease.
