	Suggested Activities

	Terrific Toys
	Sort toys in ‘past and present.’
Compare and contrast the features of toys over time: materials, function, design, power.
Create a timeline of toys.
Ask questions of people from their parents’ and Grandparents’ generations about their own toys.
Read books featuring toys from the past: a range of non-fiction books, Old Ted, Amelia Jane, the Velveteen rabbit
Create a toy museum with labels, poster and leaflets. 
Significant Individual: Mary Tourtel - Rupert Bear.
Suggested trip: Visit to Rupert Bear museum in Canterbury. 

	Our Queen
	Look at how life in Britain has changed during the reign of Elizabeth II, with a focus on familiar objects: household objects, clothes.
Create a timeline of key National events during the reign of Elizabeth II.
Create a personalised timeline to compare to the reign of Elizabeth II – when were our parents, grandparents, us, our siblings born in relation to her reign?
Find out about key celebrations that have taken place during her reign: her birth, coronation wedding, Diamond Jubilee. Write post cards/diary entries giving details of these events.
Create a simple family tree for Elizabeth II.
Use a range of sources to find out about Elizabeth II’s reign: photographs, newspapers, magazines, television reports, web pages. Sort these into past and present and discuss how we know.


	Transport
	Create a timeline to show how a mode of transport has changed over time.
Create a timeline and research information on key events in the history of transport: the invention of the steam train: Stephenson, the first flight: the Wright brothers, the invention of the car: Karl Benz, the first human space flight: Yuri Gagarin, Bleriot’s first crossing of the channel.
Use photographs and maps as sources to find out about how changes in transport have affected our lives: how we work, travel, our local area.
Discuss how transport might change during our lifetimes: electric cars, space tourist flights.


	Nepali Explorers
	Use sources: photographs, websites to find out about the lives of Edmund Hillary and Tenzing Norgay and the first ascent of Everest.
Write a recount of the event.
Compare their equipment to modern day explorers’ equipment.
Discuss the fact that Edmund Hillary is remembered as the person who climbed Everest and that for a long Tenzing Norgay was not. Was this right? Look at the role of the Sherpa community in ascents of Everest. How could we commemorate both their achievements? Children to create ways to commemorate their joint achievements.


	Folkestone Holidays
	Finding out about when and why people started to visit Folkestone for holidays (Victorian era.) Compare and contrast with why they come today. 
Compare and contrast Victorian holiday seaside activities with modern seaside activities. 
Use photographs as sources to compare modern and Victorian everyday lives: clothes, transport, activities, local area.
Look at what has changed on Folkestone beach within their living memory.
Compare how and where we go on holiday to the Victorians – what has changed?
Suggested trip: Folkestone Beach and rock shop.


	Mary Anning
	Look at an image of Mary Anning and use it give us clues about her – did she live in the past or present? What is she holding? Where is she? Why might she be a historically important person?
Create a timeline of the key events from Mary Anning’s life.
Plot her on a historical timeline within the context of other time periods covered during the year.
Explore dinosaur fossils, including how they were made their historical time period, and what they tell us.
Discuss how her discoveries changed scientific thinking around dinosaurs.
Create images, short films or stories to commemorate her achievements.
Suggested text: Stone Girl, Bone Girl by Laurence Anholt
Suggested Trip: Go on a fossil hunt on the beach
