Roman Britain and its legacy


	
The Stone Age period is said to have started around 3 million year ago when humans started to live in Europe.

	
Ancient Egypt started approximately 5000 years ago. 
	
The Romans invaded Britain in 43AD, landing close to Sandwich Kent.

	
During the Neolithic Age (towards end of the Stone Age), the humans formed settled communities, and domesticated plants and animals for the first time in history.

	
The rulers of Ancient Egypt were called Pharaoh. Famous Pharaohs include Cleopatra and Tutankhamen. 
	
The Romans were excellent engineers and builders; they used concrete, brick and arches. They created many buildings that we can see the remains of today. They built over 9000km of roads in the UK; Ermine Street, Fosse Way; Watling Street; Peddars Way.

	
The Stone Age was followed by the Bronze Age period. This is when humans started to use metal.

	
Rich or important Egyptians were entombed in Pyramids with many of their belongings to help them in the afterlife. 
	
The Roman army was made up of Legionaries that were very well trained. They had a gladius (sword), shield and a throwing spear.  

	
The Bronze Age was followed by the Iron Age when tools and weapons became more advanced and were used for farming, hunting and fighting.

	
Ancient Egyptians believed in many different gods including: Osiris, Isis and Horus. 
	
Boudicca was queen of the British Celtic Icenia tribe. She led a rebellion against the Romans in 61AD.

	
Evidence of pre-Roman history can be hard to find. Some examples include the Bronze Age Boat in Dover, Skara Brae in Orkney and Stonehenge.

	
The Egyptians were the first civilization to invent writing. Hieroglyphics were used by the Egyptians as an early form of writing.
	
Evidence of the Roman invasion and settlement can be found close to Folkestone, including the Roman Pharos and Painted House in Dover and Richborough Fort

When the countries that the Romans conquered became very much like Rome.
Emperor
The leader of the Roman Emperor.
Centurion
The commander of a group of a 100 Roman soldiers.
Legionaries
A fearsome Roman soldier that was part of the Roman army for 25 years. Legionaries also helped to build roads, bridges and other structures.
Boudicca 
The queen of the Icenia tribe.

The Anglo-Saxons came to England in the 5th Century from Northern Germany, Denmark and the Netherlands when many Romans returned to main land Europe.

	 
The Vikings migrated to England from 793AD. They travelled from countries that are known today as Scandinavia.
	
The Normans defeated the Anglo-Saxons at the Battle of Hastings in 1066. They were led by William the Conqueror 

	
Anglo-Saxon England was made up of three tribes, the Angles, the Saxons and the Jutes who settled near to rivers and coasts so that they could farm more easily.

	 
The Vikings travelled in Longboats that were designed to sail in both deep and shallow water. This allowed them to travel across oceans and rivers. 
	
The Normans came from a place in France called Normandy. 

	
Alfred the Great was an important Saxon King that defeated the Vikings in 878. 

	 
The area of land that Vikings lived in was called Danelaw. 
	 
The Doomsday Book is an important historical document completed in 1086 and tells us about like in early Norman England.


	
Life in Anglo-Saxon England was not as advanced as the Roman period. 

	 
Some Vikings were warriors but many came in peace and settled as farmers. 
	
The Bayeux Tapestry was created in Bayeux France. This tells us about the Norman conquest of England.


	
St Augustine was sent to England by Pope Gregory to covert the Anglo-Saxons to Christianity in 595. 

	
The most important Viking settlement was in York. It was known as Jorvik. 
	
The Normans built many historical buildings that can be seen today. For example, Dover Castle, Battle Abbey and parts of Canterbury Cathedral.
