	Hindus believe that Brahman is within people and therefore can be worshipped wherever they are.
	Jesus’s teachings try and show the importance of forgiveness for Christians. 
	Christians steward God’s creation. 
	The first pillar of Islam is a declaration of their faith in God.

	Atheists do not believe in the existence of God or gods.
	There are Reform and Orthodox synagogues.
	Jesus taught in the parables about love and how Christians should treat others. 
	Ahimsa leads Hindu people to be vegetarian and to care for all that lives
	Sawm  is when Muslims fast from dawn until dusk during Ramadan. 

	Christians have many different ideas and beliefs about what God is like.   
	Some religious believers visit places of worship to connect with God, and connect with the community.  
	Jesus taught in parables about wealth and what those who are wealthy should do with it.
	Jews and Christians believe the same creation story. 
	Muslim women have special clothes which they sometimes choose to wear in order to protect their modesty.

	
	Key Vocabulary & Definitions

	Agnostic - the view that the existence of God, the divine, or the supernatural is not known or knowable with any certainty. 
Theist - a person who believes in the existence of a god or gods.
Atheist - a person who disbelieves or lacks belief in the existence of God or gods.
Omnipotent - having unlimited power.

	Synagogue- Jewish place of worship meaning a place of assembly.
Anglican – relating to the Church of England. Baptist - a member of a Protestant Christian denomination advocating baptism only of adult believers by total immersion.
Orthodox – the religion of those Jews who adhere most strictly to traditional beliefs and practices.
Reform - a religious movement that has modified many traditional Jewish beliefs or practices. 
Brahman - the Ultimate Reality, the supreme God in Hinduism. 
	Forgiveness – deliberate decision to release feelings of resentment
Generosity – a willingness to give help or support
Mission statement – a formal summary of the aims and values of a company, organization, or individual.
Apape love - unconditional love.

	Khalifa – A leader who takes care of the Muslim community. 
Stewardship – taking care of something that has been trusted to you. 
Ahimsa is the value of non-violence and harmlessness that leads Hindus to be vegetarians. 
Creation – Everything that exists. Many religions believe the earth was created by a god. 

	Shahadah: The declaration of faith and belief in Muhammad. Muslims repeat this several times a day.
Salah: The 5 prayers completed daily.
Zakat: Giving to those in need.
Sawm: To fast during Ramadan.
Hajj: Making a religious pilgrimage to Mekkah at least once during a person's lifetime if able.
Ramadan - the ninth month of the Muslim year
Ummah – Muslim community 
A burkha covers a woman's face and body entirely. It is made from one piece of cloth.
A hijab is the name of the headscarf worn by Muslim women.
Modesty - not show off their bodies by wearing revealing clothes.
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
