	A ‘code for living’ helps people to choose good things and say no to bad things.
	Following a religion often involves commitment to a way of life and practices.

	In Islamic art and architecture, there are no images of Allah. It focuses on the spiritual representation of objects and beings, and not their physical qualities.
	Everyone faces hard times like grief and loss. 

	Humanists believe you can live a good life without believing in god. 
	Christians are committed to believing in God’s grace, or  generosity. They think God forgives everyone who truly   repents.
	Racism in the past can have an influence in the UK today. 
	Christians use cathedrals to worship God and to express in Architecture a Christian sense of the grandeur of God and the value of spiritual life.
	Most religious people turn to God and their religious community when life gets hard. 

	Humanists believe our natural capacities of reason and empathy can help us understand how we should behave.
	Muslims are committed to being part of the global            ‘Ummah’, the         worldwide Muslim family. They stick   together, they are one under Allah.
	The Bible story of St. Peter is relevant in tackling racism today.  
	Zakat is the duty of all Muslims, who can afford it, to give money to help the poor.
	Faith can give believers strength and hope through their trust in God or a higher being. 

	Christians believe humans are made in the image of God.
	Hindus are committed to Ahimsa, or harmlessness. They try to live life without killing or harming anything that lives. 
	Many religious and non-religious traditions have a ‘Golden rule’.
	The teachings of Jesus and the Churches say that Christians should use their money to help remove poverty and suffering.
	Religious stories teach about hope and resilience through suffering. 

	Different people have different values which impact their life.
	Gandhi was a Hindu who believed in the principle of ahimsa, meaning harmlessness or non‐violence.
	Learning about and celebrating different cultures, languages, and traditions helps us understand each other better and build a more inclusive community.



	Christians use artwork to represent the life of Jesus and their beliefs.
	Religions teach that helping others is important, especially when they are going through hard times. 

	Key Vocabulary and definitions

	Code for living – A code is a set of principles some follows when deciding how to behave. 
Moral – To do with what is right and what is wrong in how a person acts. 
Intention – A determination or choice to act in a particular way. 
Christian – The name given to a follower of Jesus and the religion of Christianity. 
Humanist – An advocate or follower of the principles of humanism. 
Values – Important and lasting beliefs or ideals shared by the members of a group about what is good or bad and desirable or undesirable. 
Empathy – To understand and share the feelings of others..

Sewa is selfless service to humanity. 
Repent – feel or express sincere regret or remorse about one's wrongdoing or sin.
Ummah – the worldwide community of Muslims. 
Ahimsa- respect for all living things and avoidance of violence towards others.
Grace- Grace of God means that God loves people unconditionally and is willing to offer forgiveness to anyone for anything.

	Racism – Treating someone unfairly because of their race or ethnicity. 
Discrimination – Unfair treatment of people based on differences like race, religion, gender, or ability. 
Prejudice – Judging someone before knowing them, often based on stereotypes. 
Equality – The idea that everyone should be treated fairly and have the same rights. 
Diversity – Differences between people, including culture, race, religion, and language. 
Inclusion – Making sure everyone feels welcome and valued. 
Justice – Fairness and doing what is right. 
Respect – Treating others with kindness and valuing their differences. 
Stereotype – A fixed idea about a group of people that is often not true. 
Activism – Taking action to bring about change, especially to stop unfairness.
	Zakat - This is a payment made annually under Islamic law on certain kinds of property and used for charitable and religious purposes, one of the Five Pillars of Islam.
Charity- The voluntary giving of help, typically in the form of money, to those in need.
Calligraphy – visual art related to writing. 
Architecture - the art or practice of designing and constructing buildings.
Art - using creative skill and imagination, such as painting, sculpture, music making things to be appreciated for their beauty or emotional power.
Christian Aid- A Christian charity. 
Islamic Relief – A Muslim charity. 
	Suffering – experiencing pain, sadness or hardship. 
Faith – the belief or trust in a God or a higher power. 
Hope – believing that things can get better, even during difficult times. 
Prayer – talking to God. 
Comfort – feeling supported through hard times. 
Compassion – caring about others and wanting to help them. 
Community – a group of people who support and care for each other. 
Sacred texts – Holy books from different religions.
