North Pole – The very top of the Earth. It’s cold and snowy there. 
South Pole – The very bottom of the Earth. It’s also cold and snowy.
Country – A place with its own land, people, and rules, like England or France.
Population – The number of people who live in a place.
Temperature – How hot or cold it is outside.
Rainfall – How much rain falls in a place.
Climate – The usual weather in a place over a long time (like hot, cold, or rainy).

	Nepal – A country in Asia with big mountains and beautiful nature.
Asia – A very big continent where Nepal is found.
Bandipur – A small town in Nepal with hills and old buildings.
City – A big place with lots of people, buildings, and jobs.
Town – A smaller place than a city, with homes, shops, and schools.
Village – A small place with fewer houses and people, often in the countryside. 
Mountain – A very tall hill made of rock and earth.
Valley – A low area between hills or mountains.
River – Water that flows across the land.
Forest – A large area filled with trees.
Soil – The ground we walk on, where plants grow.
Vegetation – Plants, trees, and flowers that grow in a place.
Climate – The usual weather in a place, like hot, cold, or rainy.
Monsoon – A time when lots of rain falls in some countries.
Temple – A special building where people go to pray.
Hotel – A place where people stay when they travel.
Religion – What people believe about gods and how they pray.
Landlocked – A country with no sea around it.
Gurkha – A soldier from Nepal.
Himalayas – The tallest mountains in the world, found in Nepal.
Mountaineer – A person who climbs mountains.
