	Migration is when people move from one place to another. 

	The Arctic Circle is a line of latitude that circles the globe at 66°33′ North of the equator and the Antarctic Circle circles the globe at 66°30′ South of the Equator.
	The three stages of a river are the upper course, the middle course and the lower course.


	Some migration is involuntary
	Antarctica is a polar region at the south of the Earth.
	Some rivers in the South East region of England are: the River Thames, the River Medway and the River Stour.

	Population varies across the world.

	The Antarctic climate is cold all year round and is the coldest place on Earth. 

	The four main stages of the water cycle are evaporation, condensation, precipitation and collection/run-off.

	There are push and pull reasons for migration. 

	There are two seasons in Antarctica – Summer and Winter. In Winter, there is very little daylight. In Summer, there is lots of daylight.
	Flooding happens when there has been heavy rain, causing a river bursts its banks and the water spills onto the floodplain. 

	Birth and death rates affect the population.
	The only people in Antarctica are people who have travelled there: scientists who are studying it and tourists who are visiting it.  
	Many of the world’s main cities are built around rivers because rivers provide:
Fertile soil for faming
Transportation
Food and fresh water

	Key Vocabulary

	Population – The number of people who live in a place.
Sparsely – When only a few people live in a large area.
Densely – When lots of people live close together in one area.
Birth Rate – The number of babies born in a place over a certain time.
Death Rate – The number of people who die in a place over a certain time.
Migration – When people move from one place to another to live.
Involuntary – When people are forced to move and don’t choose to go.
Europe – A continent made up of many countries, including the UK, France, and Germany.
Refugee – A person who has to leave their home country because it is not safe.

	Equator – An invisible line around the middle of the Earth. Places near the equator are usually hot.
Prime Meridian – An invisible line that runs from the North Pole to the South Pole. It helps us measure time and location.
Latitude – Lines that go across the Earth from side to side. They help us find places and measure how far north or south something is.
Longitude – Lines that go up and down the Earth. They help us find places and measure how far east or west something is.
Arctic Circle – A line near the top of the Earth. Places inside it are very cold and snowy.
Antarctic Circle – A line near the bottom of the Earth. It surrounds Antarctica and is also very cold.
North Pole – The very top of the Earth.
South Pole – The very bottom of the Earth.
Antarctica – A frozen continent at the South Pole. It’s the coldest place on Earth.
Climate – The usual weather in a place over a long time (like hot, cold, dry, or wet).

	Evaporation – When the sun heats up water and turns it into gas (water vapour).
Condensation – When water vapour cools down and turns back into tiny drops of water.
Precipitation – When water falls from the sky as rain, snow, sleet, or hail.
Collection / Run-off – When water gathers in rivers, lakes, or the sea, or runs off the land into them.
River – A long stream of water that flows across the land into a lake or the sea.
Flood – When too much water covers land that is usually dry.
Floodplain – Flat land next to a river that can flood when the river gets too full.
Source – The place where a river begins, often in hills or mountains.
Stream – A small river or flow of water.
Erosion – When water or wind wears away rocks and soil.
Meander – A bend or curve in a river.
Estuary – Where a river meets the sea and the water becomes salty.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Waterfall – Where water falls from a high place to a lower place, often over rocks.
