	The equator divides the earth into the northern and southern hemispheres. 
	The world’s climate zones are: tropical, arid, Mediterranean, temperate, polar, continental
	Brazil is the largest country in South America. It has a population of 212.6 million.

	The tropic of Cancer is north of the Equator. The tropic of Capricorn is south of the equator.
	The world’s five major biomes are: aquatic, desert, tundra, grassland, forest.

	Brazil has a tropical climate and its seasons are the opposite to ours

	A tropical climate has high temperatures, high precipitation and high humidity. 

	The plants and animals living in one biome will share characteristics. They will have developed these characteristics in order to survive in that region and habitat
	The north of Brazil is called the Caatinga and it is rural. The south of Brazil is called Brasilia and it is urban.


	The prime meridian divides the earth into the eastern hemisphere and the western hemisphere. It is also called the ‘Greenwich’ meridian. 
	The type of vegetation belt found in an area will depend on its climate, soil, drainage and elevation.
	16 million people in Brazil live below the poverty line.


	There are 24 time zones in the world. These are divided by lines called ‘meridians.’
	Places close to the equator have hotter climates because they receive more daylight than places further from the equator.
	Some threats to the indigenous Awa people are logging, farming, cattle ranching and disease.

	Key Vocabulary

	Equator – An invisible line around the middle of the Earth. Places near the equator are usually hot all year round.
Prime Meridian – An invisible line that runs from the North Pole to the South Pole. It helps us measure time and location.
Latitude – Lines that run across the Earth from east to west. They help us measure how far north or south a place is.
Longitude – Lines that run from the North Pole to the South Pole. They help us measure how far east or west a place is.
Meridians – Another word for lines of longitude.
Time Zone – A part of the world where the time is the same. Time zones are based on longitude.
Climate – The usual weather in a place over a long time, like hot, cold, dry, or wet.
Tropical – A hot and wet climate found near the equator.
Tropic of Cancer – A line north of the equator. It marks the northern edge of the tropical zone.
Tropic of Capricorn – A line south of the equator. It marks the southern edge of the tropical zone.
Temperature – How hot or cold the air is.
Precipitation – Water that falls from the sky, like rain, snow, or hail.
Humidity – How much water is in the air. Humid air feels damp or sticky.

	Equator – An invisible line around the middle of the Earth. Places near the equator are usually hot and have tropical climates.
Climate Zones – Areas of the world with similar weather patterns, like tropical, temperate, or polar zones.
Vegetation Belt – A region where certain types of plants grow because of the climate and soil.
Biome – A large area with its own plants, animals, and climate, like deserts, rainforests, or tundra.
Climate – The usual weather in a place over a long time, such as hot, cold, wet, or dry.
Characteristics – Special features that help describe a place, like its weather, land, or plants.
Habitat – The natural home of an animal or plant.
Drainage – How water moves through the land, like rivers, streams, or rainwater flowing away.
Elevation – How high the land is above sea level.
Relief Map – A map that shows the shape and height of the land, like hills, valleys, and mountains.

	Population – The number of people who live in a place.
Rio de Janeiro – A large city in Brazil known for beaches, carnivals, and the Christ the Redeemer statue.
Manaus – A city in Brazil located in the Amazon rainforest.
Brasilia – The capital city of Brazil.
The Caatinga – A dry area in Brazil with special plants and animals that can live with little water.
Indigenous – People who were the first to live in a place, like native groups in the Amazon.
Nepali – A person from Nepal or the language they speak.
Tropical – A hot and wet climate found near the equator.
Climate – The usual weather in a place over a long time.
Amazon Basin – A large area around the Amazon River filled with rainforest and wildlife.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Rural – Places in the countryside with fewer people and buildings.
Urban – Places with lots of buildings, roads, and people, like towns and cities.
Urbanisation – When more people move to cities and towns, making them grow.
Poverty Line – The level of income people need to live. If someone earns less, they may not have enough for basic needs.
Employment – Jobs that people do to earn money.
Cattle Ranching – Raising cows for meat or milk, often on large farms.
