	Trade - The buying and selling of goods and services between people or countries.
Import - When a country buys goods from another country and brings them in to use or sell.
Export - When a country sells goods to another country and sends them out.
Global Supply Chain - The journey a product takes from where it is made to where it is sold, often involving many countries.
Highest-Valued Export - The product that makes the most money for a country when it is sold to other countries.
Landmass - A large area of land, like a continent or a big country.
Manufactured - Something that is made by people, usually in a factory, like cars or clothes.
Global - Something that involves the whole world.
Fair Trade - A way of trading that makes sure farmers and workers in poorer countries are paid fairly and work in good conditions.
Developed Country - A country that has lots of money, good schools, hospitals, and technology.
Developing Country - A country that is still working to improve things like education, healthcare, and jobs.

	Energy - The power we use to make things work, like lights, cars, and machines.
Renewable - Energy that comes from sources that won’t run out, like the sun or wind.
Non-renewable - Energy that comes from sources that will run out one day, like coal and oil.
Fossil Fuels - Fuels like coal, oil, and gas that were made from ancient plants and animals. They are non-renewable.
Coal - A black rock that is burned to make energy. It is a fossil fuel.
Oil - A thick liquid from deep underground used to make fuel for cars and machines.
Gas - A fossil fuel that is used for heating and cooking.
Hydropower - Energy made from moving water, like rivers or waterfalls.
Turbines - Machines that spin to make energy, often powered by wind or water.
Solar - Energy that comes from the sun.
Consumption - The amount of energy people use.
On-shore - Energy made on land, like wind turbines in fields.
Off-shore - Energy made at sea, like wind turbines in the ocean.
Producer - A person or place that makes energy or goods.
Replenished - Something that can be filled up again, like renewable energy sources.
Nuclear Energy - Energy made by splitting tiny parts of atoms. It makes lots of power but needs careful handling.
Biofuel - Fuel made from plants or animals. It can be used instead of fossil fuels.

	Fieldwork - Learning by going outside the classroom to observe, collect information, and explore the local area.
Issue - A topic or problem that people might have different opinions about, like pollution or traffic.
Viewpoint - What someone thinks or believes about an issue.
Enquiry - A question or investigation to find out more about something.
Collection - Gathering information, like taking notes, photos, or measurements.
Data - Facts or information you collect during fieldwork, such as numbers, drawings, or answers from surveys.
Question - Something you ask to help you learn more or solve a problem.
Analyse - Looking closely at your data to understand what it shows.
Recommendations - Ideas or suggestions based on your findings, like how to improve something.
