	England is split into 9 regions. 
	Some geographical features of a coastline are beaches, cliffs, bays, headlands, caves, arches and stacks.
	A volcanic eruption occurs when pressure builds up underground due to the formation of magma.

	Folkestone is a town in the county of Kent, in the South East of England.

	Waves, tides, and currents help create coastlines by eroding the land.

	Mountains are formed when plates collide with one another and force/push the earth between them upwards. This process is called plate tectonics.


	There are 9 counties of the South East of England: Buckinghamshire, East Sussex, Hampshire, the Isle of Wight, Kent, Oxfordshire, Berkshire, Surrey and West Sussex.
	Coasts are an important habitat for a variety of animal, bird and plant life.

	The tallest mountains in the UK are Ben Nevis, Scafell Pike and Mount Snowden. Mount Everest is the tallest mountain in the world. 

	The climate in the South East of England is warm and dry in the summer and a cold and dry climate in the winter.

	Humans settle on coasts for economic reasons such as trade, tourism and industry.

	An earthquake is a type of natural disaster that occurs when the Earth’s surface suddenly moves.

	Human activity has affected the pollution levels, marine life, and erosion rates of the coasts.

	People choose to live near to volcanoes because: The soil is fertile and good for agriculture.
Tourism - volcanoes attract millions of visitors every year.

	Key Vocabulary

	County – A part of a country, like Kent with towns and villages inside it.
Region – A large area made up of several counties or places that share things like weather or land.
Town – A place where people live and work, smaller than a city.
City – A big place with lots of people, buildings, and jobs.
Capital City – The most important city in a country, where leaders work (e.g. London is the capital of England).
Climate – The usual weather in a place over a long time (like hot, cold, or rainy).
Seasons – The four parts of the year: spring, summer, autumn, and winter
Human Features – Things people build, like houses, roads, shops, and schools.
Physical Features – Natural things like rivers, hills, mountains, and beaches.
Settlement – A place where people live, like a village, town, or city.
Rural – A countryside area with farms, fields, and fewer people.
Urban – A busy area with lots of buildings, roads, and people, like towns and cities.

	Coastland – Land next to the sea.
Headland – A piece of land that sticks out into the sea.
Bay – A curved part of the coast where the sea comes in.
Arch – A rock shape with a hole under it, made by the sea.
Stack – A tall rock standing in the sea, once part of a cliff.
Cliff – A high, steep wall of rock by the sea.
Beach – A sandy or pebbly area by the sea where people play and relax.
Wave – Water that moves up and down and crashes on the shore.
Tide – The sea going in and out during the day.
Current – Water that moves in one direction in the sea.
Erosion – When wind or water slowly wears away rocks and land.
Habitat – A place where animals and plants live.
Tourism – When people visit places for fun or holidays.

	Mountain – A very tall hill made of rock and earth.
Volcano – A mountain that can let out hot rocks, smoke, and lava.
Active – A volcano that can erupt.
Dormant – A volcano that is quiet now but might erupt later.
Extinct – A volcano that will not erupt again.
Plates – Big pieces of the Earth’s surface that move slowly.
Crust – The hard outer layer of the Earth.
Magma – Hot, melted rock under the Earth’s surface.
Molten – Something that is melted by heat, like magma.
Natural Disaster – A big event in nature that can cause damage, like a volcano or earthquake.
Fertile – Soil that is good for growing plants.
Agriculture – Growing food and raising animals on farms.
