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Pupil Premium Funding Review 2019-20
Pupil Premium Grant
During the 2019-20 Academic Year the school has allocated £55,000 to Pupil Premium.
Our vision is to identify and narrow barriers to learning for children on the Pupil Premium register.
We aim to achieve the following outcomes for Pupil Premium children:
· Ensure consistency so that PP Pupils’ attainment will be in line with Kent and National Averages in the Year One Phonics Screening, End of Key Stage One Assessments and End of Key Stage Two Assessments.
· PP Pupils will be able to regulate their own behaviour and emotions to ensure that they are able to fully access the curriculum. 
· Pupils will have developed a greater love of understanding and higher aspirations.
· Pupils will have a more rounded view of the world. They will have had the opportunity to experience a wider, enriching curriculum.
· Speech, Listening and Language intervention will rapidly develop identified pupils starting points allowing them to access the curriculum
· PP Pupils use of language will be accelerated so that it is at least in line with Non-PP peers
· PP Pupils will be immersed in language rich environments allowing them to speak and write with greater levels of confidence and competency.
Impact of Covid-19
Unfortunately, due to the challenges presented by the Covid19 pandemic and the partial closure of schools we have been unable to collect official data from End of Key Stage One and End of Key Stage Two Assessments so it is difficult to judge the outcomes set at the beginning of the year.

School Outcomes 2019-20

· PP pupils received a laptop to use at home in order to access home learning.
· All pupils received daily phone and email contact, with PP children being especially monitored by SLT.
· All children were assessed by the SENCO for their well-being levels, using the Leuvens scale and those deemed in particular need, were followed up by SLT.
· Monitoring of subjects – with a focus on PP and SEN children – has been enabled by the return of schools and is being prioritised.
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
