Sports Premium Grant
During the 2019-22Academic Year the school has been awarded approximately £17,000 by the DFE to further develop our sporting provision and fulfil our vision.
Our vision is for all pupils to leave our school physically literate and with the knowledge, skills and motivation necessary to equip them for a healthy, active lifestyle and lifelong participation in physical activity and sport.
We aim to achieve self-sustaining improvements in the quality of PE and sport against 5 key indicators:
1. The engagement of all pupils in regular physical activity - kick starting healthy active lifestyles
2. The profile of PE and sport being raised across the whole school as a tool for whole school improvement
3. Increased confidence, knowledge and skills of all staff in teaching PE and sport
4. Broader experience of a range of sports and activities offered to all pupils
5. Increased participation in competitive sport
Impact of Covid-19
Unfortunately due to the challenges presented by the Covid19 pandemic and the partial closure of schools we have been restricted as to how we could further develop our provision for PE and School Sport. 
It has therefore been very difficult to judge the impact of our Sports Funding for the 2019-20 period.

School Outcomes 2019-20

· All pupils receive a minimum of 2 hours of School Sport or PE each week (pre Covid19 closure)
· A range of pupils in Yr2 to Yr 6 participated in intra-school sporting festivals or tournaments pre Covid19 closure.
· 52 % of pupils have participated in at least one period of extracurricular sporting activity 
· The profile of sport across the school has been raised, we have a higher sports participation, enhanced skills progression, lowering obesity rate and high parental support. 
· All staff have further developed their understanding of how to deliver effective PE lessons through team teaching and support provided by PE specialists. 
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
